and controversial

Assessment Approaches

Numerous direct and indirect measures of student learning will be employed to assess mastery of the intended
student learning outcomes. Course embedded assessments using a defined scoring rubric (criterion-based
rating scale) and portfolio reviews will be principle direct assessment approaches. These direct measures will be
supplemented by numerous indirect measures such as alumni surveys, graduating senior surveys and other
student perception surveys.
