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The Summary of Research Activities, gives a breakdown of pro-
posals submitted and grants awarded for the last fiscal year. The table
also lists those departments and divisions that submitted proposals
and received awards. From the table we can see that the largest con-
tract funded was in Sponsored Research. This is the Saudi Arabian
Contract with the Saudi Arabian education mission. The Department of
Guidance Education submitted the largest number of pro-
posals—seven—followed by the Dean of Education and the Depart-
ment of Health and Physical Education.

Research Dollars Per Faculty, (next page) compares the amount of
total dollars proposed and funded per faculty member with previous
years. It also indicates the level of grant activity within the various
departments. This page illustrates departmental Sponsored Research
productivity adjusted for the size of the department. The average
dollars per faculty member were determined by dividing the total
number of dollars received by the number of nine month faculty in the
department. This eliminates the Advisors and Department Chairper-
sons from the calculation. Note that Continuing Education, the Small
Business Institute, and other Sponsored Programs are not included in
this analysis. These areas have no 9-month faculty assigned.
