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ARTICLE X (29/24) 
SEVERABILITY AND LEGISLATIVE ACTION 

X.1 (a) Invalidation of a Provision of the Agreement.  If any provision of this Agreement 
is found to be invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction or is expressly rendered invalid by 
reason of subsequently enacted legislation, such findings shall not affect the remainder of the 
Agreement, and all other terms and provisions shall continue in full force and effect. 
 
 (b) Negotiations on Replacement Provisions.  If a provision of this Agreement is 
expressly rendered invalid, then upon request of either party the University Administration and 
UFF shall immediately negotiate pursuant to Chapter 447, Part II, Florida Statues with the 
objective of reaching an agreement upon a replacement for the provision or provisions found to 
be invalid. 
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X.2 Effect of Passage of Law.  Any provision of this Agreement that is contrary to law, but 
becomes legal during the term of this Agreement, shall be reinstated consistent with such 
legislation. 
 
X.3 Legislative Lobbying.  Unless otherwise agreed between them, the Board of Trustees and 
the UFF agree that neither will attempt to influence or support changes in existing statutes or 
legislation that would change the terms of this Agreement.
