The UNF Chess Club is embarking upon a new era.  During the past few months, Bruce Fortado, Advisor to the UNF Chess Club and Professor of Management, decided to form a UNF Chess Club affiliate with the United States Chess Federation (USCF).  This will be a great departure from how things have been organized in the past few years.  The club's purpose will be to foster chess activities: including casual play, instruction, and USCF rated tournaments for students from K-20.  The Wednesday night meeting will be restored.  We will meet from 6 to 10 pm in Building 14, Room 2713.  Students, faculty, and staff are all welcome to attend for casual play.  Instruction will be available to novice players.  Our tournaments will mirror the scope of our new seamless education process in Florida, being open to anyone from K-20.   We are committed to having our tournament results sent in a timely and accurate fashion to the USCF.  The UNF affiliate will consider the views of our scholastic leaders.  Financial information will be made available.  In sum, the UNF Chess Club will be properly run.

Kenneth Bennett and Justin Onskt Tie for First at the JAX Jam

Thirty-two players participated in the May 5, 2001 JAX Jam.  Associate National Tournament Director Ralph Whitford and Club Director Scott Pfeiffer ran the event.  A special low entry fee of $5 was used to encourage participation.  Books and equipment prizes were given.  Seven players from Georgia made the trip to Jacksonville to compete!  One of these Georgia players, Kenneth Bennett, tied for first with Justin Onkst. They both had perfect 4-0 score. Scott Pfeiffer also gave away numerous book prizes for solving chess problems he posted between the rounds.

Who Let the Lamb Out?

Local player Dave Lamb recently traveled to the World Open.  The World Open is held each year in Philadelphia.  Dave won six and drew one out of his nine games.  When I congratulated him, he replied that he got tired late in the tournament.  Now I think 6-1/2 is good in this event. Dave was not physically tired. He just did not sleep restfully.  He felt he could have done even better in the later rounds if he had a bit more rest.  He wanted that last round win and the big money prize. The following game from the first round is a perfect illustration of Dave’s style.

Earlier this year, Dave defeated defending city champ Andrew Cunanan to take his title.  This is the third time Dave has won a city title.   I believe this is the first time he finished first alone.
