Academic/scholarly v.
Consumer publication/magazine

Your professor may ask you to limit your research to academic/scholarly publications. You'll
notice that many of the publications described above are not scholarly. You will be able to
distinguish between an academic/scholarly publication and a magazine by using Ulrich’s
International Periodicals Directory, available electronically in the Databases A - Z list. Look
at the Document Type in the full descriptive record.

, Academic/scholarlyjournal — A periodical containing scholarly articles and/or
disseminating current information on research and development in a particular
subject field.

, Consumer publication/magazine — A periodical for general reading
containing articles, stories, photographs and advertisements on a variety of
subjects.

, Refereed - This term is used to indicate that manuscripts submitted to a
magazine are examined both by the editor and one or more specialists in the
individual field before approval is given to publish. - Magazines for Libraries, p.
XIV.

: Refereed and peer reviewed are essentially the same.

, A scholarly journal article may or may not be refereed. A refereed article can
be found in an academic/scholarly journal, a trade publication, a consumer
publication or a newsletter.

You will find more academic/scholarly journals
by using a subject database.
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
