This flowchart describes the different pathways students may take to complete the Honors
College requirements. Students should identify their starting point based on the number of
credits they transfer into UNF. Engineering students also have a unique pathway to
accommodate their major degree requirements.

A first year UNF student entering with less than fifteen college credit hours would need to
complete IDH1923, ENC1143 or IDS1932, and an additional 9 hours of Honors-level General
Education courses. In the second semester of sophomore year or first semester of junior year,
students should enroll in IDH3924: Honors Pre-capstone Symposium. Students should then
complete the upper-level curriculum in fulfillment of the requirements to Graduate from the
Hicks Honors College.

A first year UNF student entering with more than fifteen, but less than forty-five college credit
hours would need to complete IDH1923, ENC1143 or IDS1932, and an additional 6 hours of
Honors-level General Education courses. In the second semester of sophomore year or first
semester of junior year, students should enroll in IDH3924: Honors Pre-capstone Symposium.
Students should then complete the upper-level curriculum in fulfillment of the requirements to
Graduate from the Hicks Honors College.

A first year UNF student entering with more than forty-five college credit hours would need to
complete IDH1923, ENC1143 or IDS1932, and Honors-level General Education courses if course
availability permits.
