Instructions for Filing an Election Complaint
1. List a specific Article, Statute or Policy and Procedure on line 2. (I.e. Constitution and Statutes Title VI Chapter 602.9 (B) (1).) More than one can be listed. Simply listing objectionable behavior on this line will not suffice.
2. Any evidence submitted with this complaint form will not be automatically submitted into evidence for a hearing, unless it is properly labeled according to Judicial Hearing guidelines. (For example, label evidence with exhibit A, exhibit B etc. at the top of each page of evidence).
a. Unlabeled evidence can still be submitted with this form, however, it will not be admitted into evidence automatically if a hearing is scheduled and will have to be resubmitted.
3. This form must be submitted to the Attorney General within the deadline for complaint submissions, as outlined by the Office of Elections each semester.

Process of Filing a Complaint
1. This form must be submitted to the Attorney General within the deadline for complaint submissions, as is outlined by the Office of Elections.
2. The Attorney General will then review the complaint for merit. If they find that the complaint has merit, it will be forwarded to the Deputy Chief Justice.
a. If no merit is found by the Attorney General, the form may be submitted to the Deputy Chief Justice to re-review.
3. The Deputy Chief Justice has three (3) business days to review the matter for merit.
4. Upon the Deputy Chief Justice reaching their decision, the members of the Primary Court may choose to overrule the merit decision within two (2) business days.
a. Note that petitioners can only communicate with the presiding officer and not members of the court.
5. If merit is found by the Office of the Judiciary, a hearing of the Primary Court will be scheduled.
a. If merit is not found by the Deputy Chief Justice and the court, the case is dropped and does not move forward.
